Our Chamber has seen remarkable changes in the past 6 months. We have grown 
60% in new business members during the first quarter of the year. Our new website 
has seen over 100,000 hits in the past month, up some 15 times our previous best. 
People are proud to be a part of a growing Henderson Harbor business community. 
We have over 20 businesses taking television ads with Time Warner to bring 
business here. Those ads were underwritten by us, your Chamber. Our annual 
brochure which in the past boasted a printing of 5,000 copies has this year reached 
10,000 – with more advertisers. We had to turn some away because of space 
issues.  
 
To date this year, our Chamber is essentially a $30,000 start-up business. 
 
Yet change is hard. In the past few weeks our President and Vice President left 
their posts prematurely to pursue their own business interests. In this challenging 
economy who could fault them? These are tough times, as hard as those of the 
1930’s we are told. 
 
As the remaining elected officer, I have ended up as your President for the near 
future and although some have referred to me as a newcomer, I am, in fact, the 
sixth generation of family that has called the North Country their home. 
 
While we do have challenges before us, we also have a lot of opportunity.  As your 
Secretary-Treasurer for the past few months, it became evident to me that these 
two positions combined was more full-time than volunteer.
